All waste produced in nature should be taken back, or if there is no trash can,
it should be taken with it.

Due to the fire hazard, fires should not be lit, especially in forested areas. If
necessary, fires may only be lit in permitted areas.

It is forbidden to pick flowers, peel tree bark, or disturb animals.
No noise should be made and the silence of natural life should be respected.

It is important not to go beyond designated paths and roads, so that the
natural balance is preserved.

Streams, lakes and spring waters should not be polluted and detergents or
soap should not be used.

Warning and direction signs placed by the park management and authorities
must be followed.

If bringing a pet, it must be on a leash and not disturb wildlife.

Nature tourism activities (camping, picnics, photography, etc.) should be
carried out without harming the environment.

Historical ruins, stones, or structures must be protected without damage.
We must avoid behavior that may disturb others.

We must not speak loudly or use foul language.

We must not damage archaeological and cultural artifacts in cultural sites.

We should always give priority to the elderly, those with children, those with
disabilities, and pregnant women. We should always provide seating while
traveling, and assist those with disabilities when disembarking, depending on
their luggage and their disability.

We should always board through the front door and exit through the rear
door.

In vehicles with stops such as metro, bus, tram, etc., we should make our
preparations before the stop and get off the vehicle on time.

We must enter with clean clothes and proper attire.
We should take care to dress modestly.

We should not step on the carpets and rugs in the mosque with dirty feet and
socks.

We should not shout or speak loudly.
